Economic Report - May 2009
Trends for increased services continued in February in County Welfare Agency foot traffic. Food Stamps, and General Assistance welfare. I he caseload for I.AM welfare dropped slightly and the child care waiting list has leveled off in the first few months of this year.
Child Care
The waiting list for subsidized child care has been gaming for the last year, increasing from 3,162 children in January 2008 to 6.129 by the end of calendar 2008. The numbers have leveled off for the first four months of 2009.
Foot Traffic
The foot traffic in the County Welfare Agency (CWA) is the total number of people who came into the CWA in a given month. Those services are broader than Food Stamps. TANF and GA and would include Medicaid and other social services that are provided by the county. (This count is duplicative.)
These numbers include most counties, but there are a few missing, as well as an occasional missing month. It is also important to note that it is a duplicate count. So it is best to look at these numbers for overall trends rather than to use the specific numbers.
There was significant growth - more than 100 percent — in foot traffic when comparing December 2007 with December 2008. and the growth has continued into early 2009. The increases range from a low of 15 percent in Gloucester County to a high of 57 percent in Salem County for this timeframe.
That heightened 2008 level has held through the first three months of 2009.
Food Stamps
Food Stamps, probably the strongest indicator for the state of the economy as it serv es slightly higher income families than the welfare programs, also is growing rapidly, with the rate of growth increasing significantly since September 2008.
· In calendar year 2008. the Food Stamp caseload increased 12 percent to 231.000
households in December 2008. Nearly half of that increase occurred in the last
four months of the year.
· In the first two months of 2009. the caseload continued to climb, with the
February caseload hitting 234.600 households.
TANF Welfare
The caseload for Temporary Assistance for Needy Families welfare for families - had been on the decline since September 2007. In October 2008 however, the caseload
started to increase each month through January 2009 to 37.775. I his is an increase of nearly 700 families in four months. However, in February the caseload dropped b\ 460. so no clear trend is apparent here.
General Assistance Welfare
The caseload for General Assistance - welfare for single people and childless couples --had been growing steadily for the last two years. It was up nearlv 2,000 cases to 38.880 cases b> the end of calendar year 2007. This type of increase is typical of what happens in a weakening economy. By December 2008. that number had jumped to nearly 45.000 cases, a 12 percent increase from January 2008.
The trend continued into 2009 with the caseload growing by some 500 to 45.478 individuals and couples by February.
